Senseless Deaths Caused by Untreated Tooth Decay

As a stark reminder of the broken system of
dental care, including dismal reimbursement
from MediCal, and the lack of access to den-
tists who accept MediCal, three people died in
the last few years, from preventable dental in-
fections, when the infection from an untreated
tooth spread to their brain.
